The Massachusetts Hospital Association, the Massachusetts Coalition for the Prevention of Medical Errors, and Masspro have engaged hospital ICUs in a groundbreaking program to improve patient safety and eliminate central line-associated bloodstream infections (CLABSI) using the Comprehensive Unit-based Safety Program (CUSP).
